RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing for 2013-2016 (RRS), the special regulations of Yachting Australia, the class rules of the respective classes.

Yachting Australia Special Regulations Part 1 Category 7 will apply to the yacht class and Special Regulations Part 2 will apply to all other classes.

NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be posted on the Official Notice Board situated in the boat shed of the VYC by 1200hrs on the day of the regatta. These may contain additional information and may supersede the sailing instructions.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore shall be displayed on the VYC flagpole located on the front wharf of the Club.

When code flag "AP", Answering Pennant, is displayed ashore all races not yet started are postponed.

When code flag “AP”, Answering Pennant, is lowered ashore, the Warning Signal for the next race shall be made not less than 30 minutes after "AP” is lowered (Amends RRS Race Signals)

SCHEDULE OF RACES

It is the intention of the Race Committee to start the first race of the day at 12.45 PM in the following sequence:

It is intended to have not greater than three short sprint races sailed “back to back” for each class, excluding the Yacht and VS Classes, and each restart may not be in the original starting order as the various classes may not finish in the intended sequence. When a class has finished a race, the committee boat will attempt to restart it as soon as possible. No race shall start after 4.30pm.All races are to count.

The  during the day conducted for the OK Dinghy class will also count as heats 4,5 and 6 respectively of their Sydney Harbour Championship point score.

THE START

The start will be in accordance with RRS 26, and each start, including a recalled start, will be a separate sequence. 

The Answering Pennant may be displayed. In this event a class warning signal will be made one minute after the lowering of the Answering Pennant.

THE START (cont)

The Start Line will be between a flag mast on the race committee vessel flying the VYC burgee at the starboard end and the port end starting mark, a red buoy marked ”VYC”.

A red or green flag will be displayed on the committee vessel to determine port or starboard rounding.

RECALLS

In the event of a general recall in any class, the class will as soon as practicable re-enter the starting sequence.

THE FINISH

The Finishing Line will be between the flag mast on the race committee vessel flying the VYC burgee and the finishing Committee Boat flying the blue “on station” pennant (i.e. the opposite side of the race committee vessel from the start line)

COURSES

The diagram below shows the approximate course configuration. Mark 1 will be to windward of mark 3.  Mark 2 will be the wing mark. Mark 3 will be approximately 100 metres to windward of the start/finish line.  Marks 1, 2 and 3 will be red/white. Marks 4 and 5 will be yellow.  The course shown is for port rounding. In the event of a starboard course the course will be a mirror image of the one shown, but the position of the starting and finishing vessels and starting mark will not change.

The course descriptions for each class are as follows:

Yachts



Normal club course until the last mark,  then to 5 & Finish.

VS

TIME LIMIT

There shall be an absolute time limit of 60 minutes from the start of each race, or 20 minutes after the finish of the first yacht, in each division, whichever is earlier. The Yacht class time limit will be three hours.

PENALTY SYSTEM

Alternate penalties for infringing a rule of Part 2 of RRS
The penalty for breaking a rule of Part 2 shall be a One Turn Penalty (one tack and one gibe in the same direction),except that for infringements occurring in the Zone as defined in the current RRS the penalty shall be a Two Turns Penalty(two tacks and two gibes in the same direction).This changes RRS44.1 and 44.2
PROTESTS

Will be in writing and lodged at the VYC within one hour of the finish time of the last yacht to finish the last race of the day.

SCORING

Scoring will be as Appendix A4.1, Low Points System.

In the event of a tie, the positions in the final race sailed shall prevail to break the tie.  All races are to count.

PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded to each skipper and crew of the first three boats in each division, except the yacht division, with prizes awarded to first on scratch and handicap.

COMMERCIAL SHIPPING

Waterways Authority Regulations specify that boats shall not interfere with the commercial shipping of the port. Yachts found to have interfered with commercial shipping may be subject to action by the Race Committee in accordance with RRS 60.2(a) and may be subject to disqualification.

RESPONSIBILITY

All those taking part in these races do so at their own risk and responsibility. 

Specific attention is drawn to RRS4 which states:”the responsibility for a boats decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone”. 

The VYC, and sponsors, the Class associations, The Race Committee and other race officials are not responsible for any damage or injury either afloat or ashore.

The VYC, any sponsors, the Class Associations, the Race Committee and other race officials are not responsible for the seaworthiness of a boat whose entry is accepted or adequacy of its equipment.

Boats should have adequate current insurance cover maintained during the period of racing of not less than $5 million 

All those taking part in these races are reminded of their obligations as set out in the YA Special Regulations, Part 1, and Clause 1.02 Owners responsibility public liability for any accident.

Waterways condition 100 is attached and posted on the club notice board.
